Through a grant from the Ministry of Education we are now able to offer an extra curricular
programme focussed on literacy. The program will run through to June 2010.

Junior and Intermediate students (grades 4-8) will be able to borrow and bring home the latest in
digital audio books called ‘Playaways’. A Playaway is a self playing digital audio book that is
portable and about half the size of a deck of cards. An entire book is already loaded on the unit,
it cannot be altered or duplicated. It is listened to in conjunction with the actual paper back novel
for audio supported reading. We have purchased several books in a variety of genres.

Playaway units support:

development of key critical listening/comprehension skills

bridges the gap between interest level vs. reading level

differentiated learning opportunities

oral language development

whole class participation

creates opportunity for struggling/reluctant readers to access the same experience

Starting Wednesday, October 28", Playaways may be signed out Mondays and Wednesdays
after school from 3:25 - 4:15 p.m.

Students who participate in our new Greendale Book Club will be given a reflection
journal where they will keep track of their novels and write a brief critical analysis of their
book.

We will offer nutritious snacks during the after-school gathering and a Tutor will be available for
the students who require assistance in filling out their journal.

The program is voluntary for all junior and intermediate students. We are especially hopeful that

those students who are reluctant readers or those struggling with reading fluency will participate.
